Christ.” (1 Corinthians 3:10-11, NIV). I’m not for a 
moment comparing myself to Paul, or saying I’m an 
expert – but this leads me to one hope and prayer: that the 
things that God has done through us, despite our 
weakness, frailty and fallenness, will lay foundations, or be 
the next building layer, for others. 
 I would love to hear stories of how you have continued 
to grow and blossom in Christ. I hope the ministries we 
have been involved in will continue to be there to enable 
that in some small way. 
 But Paul also speaks of the care that we must take as 
we continue to build, staying rooted in him, that we build 
with gold and silver, building that will last – building the 
Kingdom. Above all, that we continue to build knowing 
that this church is not ours, but the church of Jesus Christ 
– and that it is on him alone that we build. 
 A wise man once told me, when I was fretting that 
things might go pear-shaped without me, “Jason, there is 
only one personal saviour of the world, and you are not 
he.” God has called many men and women of God to 
worship and serve in St Stephen’s, lay and ordained. They 
have made many contributions to His Kingdom as they 
have done so. God will continue to call those men and 
women to St Stephen’s, just as he has done for us. Each 
new generation must build on the foundations of the last – 
and each must build on the foundation of Jesus Christ. 
 We believe that God will take St Stephen’s on to more 
wonderful and exciting places as 
you journey with him. We are sad 
to leave, but excited about our 
own journey. We will always hold 
St Stephen’s in our hearts and 
prayers. Thank you so much for 
sharing our lives. May you 
continue to build his Kingdom on 
the foundation of Jesus Christ our Lord.
